Power source
Unwind the main adaptor cable to its full length. Connect the end of the cable to the DC IN 
Socket at the rear of the unit and then connect to the mains adapter to the mains socket. 

Selecting modes
Press MODE/ SCAN button to switch between Digital Radio & FM modes.

Adjusting the Volume
Press VOL+ or VOL - to increase/decrease the volume.

General operation
Unwind the wire antenna to its full length.
Press     to turn the radio on and the display will show “WELCOME”. 
When DAB mode is activated for the first time, a scan will automatically commence and will 
play the first station once finished.

Alarm 1 or Alarm 2 setting
Note: Check that the radio has the correct time and date before you set an alarm.

2.  Press    or    to select OFF or ON, and press OK/SNOOZE/DIMMER to confirm.
3.  Source: press    or    to select Beep / DAB /FM and press OK/SNOOZE/DIMMER to 
confirm. When selecting Digital Radio or FM, the radio will play the station that was last 
listened to as the alarm.
4.  Frequency: Press    or    to select Daily, Once, Weekends or Weekdays, press 
OK/SNOOZE/DIMMER to confirm.

The DAB mode will automatically be selected and the first time the radio is connected to 
the supply the radio will perform a quick scan. The display will show a slide bar that indicates 
the progress of the scan, the name of the last station found and the total number of stations 
found so far.
When the scan is finished the radio will play the first found station. If the radio does not find 
any stations, “SCAN” displayed. Press OK/SNOOZE/DIMMER to scan again. Or press and 
hold MODE/SCAN to scan.
